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Privacy Policy

The Africa Diaspora Network Japan (ADNJ) shall handle personal information in accordance
with the Act on the Protection of Personal Information and other relevant laws and
regulations. This privacy policy ("Policy") sets forth how ADNJ manages, uses, and handles
personal information obtained during event registration (including completing a registration
card or exchanging business cards), during requests for materials, or upon submitting
surveys. This Policy applies to personal information provided by participants during event
registration or survey submission. By registering for an event, requesting materials, or
submitting a survey, you are deemed to have agreed to all the terms described in this Policy.

1. Collection of Personal Information
For the purposes outlined in Section 2 below, ADNJ may collect and use personal
information such as:

Name, address, gender, date of birth

Affiliated company/organization name and title

Phone number and email address

Other personal information necessary for the implementation of the event

2. Purpose of Use of Personal Information
ADNJ will use personal information for the following purposes:

To manage and process applications from exhibitors

To manage and operate participant registration

To send materials or documents related to the event

To provide event-related information via email, mail, telephone, or in-person visits
To use in an aggregate and anonymized form for statistical purposes

To issue honoraria or tokens of appreciation to those involved in the event

For purposes incidental to those listed above

3. Provision of Personal Information to Third Parties



The information you provide will be shared between ADNJ and the Osaka Chamber of
Commerce and Industry and used for administrative purposes of the event, as well as for
sending information and communications (including event announcements via email) from
both parties. This will be treated as consent by the applicant.

ADNJ may also provide personal information to other third parties in the following cases:

e When disclosure is required by law (e.g., in response to a request from judicial or
police authorities)
e \When necessary to urgently act to protect the safety of ADNJ, participants, or others
If you register for the event or submit a survey, and thus consent to this Policy, ADNJ may
share your personal information with cooperating, supporting, or exhibiting companies. The
information provided may include:

e Name, title, organization name, department, and contact details (address, phone/FAX
number, email)
These companies may use the information to:

e Provide updates or marketing materials related to their products/services or related
events (including newsletters)
ADNJ will sign a confidentiality agreement with these companies before sharing any data.
Once your personal information is provided to a third party, it will be managed according to
that party’s data protection policies. Both ADNJ and the recipient companies will handle your
personal information in accordance with their respective privacy policies.

4. Security of Personal Information

ADNJ takes every precaution to ensure the security of your personal information. Data is
stored on password-protected servers with restricted access. We take utmost care to prevent
loss, misuse, unauthorized access, disclosure, alteration, or destruction of data.
